With the joyous month of Adar upon us, I’m so excited to soon cel-
ebrate Purim with all of you! Please RSVP for our Wicked Purim 
party (Sunday, March 1) by calling or emailing the Temple office 
by February 25 so you don’t miss our awesome celebration. This is a not-to-miss oppor-
tunity to hear the Megillah (the scroll of Esther), eat scrumptious Hamentaschen, and 
dress up as either your favorite Purim or Wicked character…or get totally creative!  Our 
Wicked Purim Party will be our experiential Sunday school opportunity for our reli-
gious school families, so this will be a wonderful event for all ages…so don’t forget 
your (ruby red like Dorothy?) dancing shoes.  

 

Speaking of Sunday school, please allow my inner Sunday school teacher to give you a 
Purim pop quiz: What are the four mitzvot (sacred commandments) associated with Pu-
rim? If your answer included  “drinking until you can’t tell the difference between Ham-
an and Mordechai,” you gave my favorite wrong answer. The four mitzvot associated 
with Purim are: hearing Megillat Esther, sending mishloach manot (gift baskets) to 
friends and family, enjoying a Seudah (festive meal) and lastly…..giving Matanot 
La’evyonim, sustenance to those in need. That’s right, participating in acts of tzedakah 
(righteousness)  is a major part of Purim- in addition to booing Haman, of course! As 
modern Jews, how can we authentically honor this traditional mitzvah of Matanot 
La’evyonim, especially when we see so many worthy causes each and every day. How 
do we choose where to give our time and energy? 

 

So, in typical rabbi fashion, I’ll answer your question with a question. What keeps you 
up at night? What issues in our  local, national, and/or global community tend to deeply 
affect your emotions, and if you are anything like me, your sleep cycle. And what can 
we do about it?  One powerful way to give tzedakah is through advocacy for organiza-
tions that champion your values. For example, I am writing this the week before Valen-
tine’s day, and so I’m constantly thinking about the heartbreaking tragic day eight years 
ago when seventeen people, studentsjand staff were murdered at Marjory Stoneman 
Douglas High School. At that time,  I was the Hillel Rabbi at Florida Atlantic Universi-
ty in Boca, and our students, so many of whom graduated from and still had friends and 
siblings there, flooded our offices in need of help and support. So, especially at this time 
of year I turn my advocacy efforts toward organizations like Rabbis Against Gun Vio-
lence and Moms Demand Action, to do my part to fight this horrific plague of school 
shootings that absolutely keeps me (a mom with three kids in school) up at night. It 
seems that issues like this will never get better and so we might become desensitized 
and give up, but the power is truly in our hands! We can call our representatives, we can 
volunteer, we can donate to organizations that are fighting for the causes that we priori-
tize. As Mordechai said to Esther to encourage her to risk her life and to protect the 
Jewish people,"And who knows, but that you have come to your royal position for such 
a time as this?" I wish you all a Chag Purim Sameach, a Happy Purim, and thank you 
for all the tzedakah, all the righteousness you bring to the world each and everyday.

Cantor’s Corner 
On January 23 we had a wonderful Sisterhood Shabbat at which the Sisterhood and 

Temple celebrated my finishing the 26 comprehensive exams I needed to complete for 

my ordination. This and my article last month have spurred on conversations and ques-

tions asking: what am I going to do after I am ordained and am I going to leave TBS?  

Let me assure you I am not planning to go anywhere. Harry and I are extremely happy 

here! I (we) have no intention and no desire to go anywhere else. My plan and hope is to 

stay at TBS until I retire. This begs the question, why would I get the double ordination 

as Cantor Rabbi? Many people believe that the position of a Cantor is as the "singer", 

and yes, the primary duty of the Cantor is as the musical spiritual guide/director of the 

synagogue/temple. But that is not their only duty. In my 15 years as a Cantorial Soloist, 

I have had to step into the Rabbinic position when the Rabbi was on sabbatical, materni-

ty leave, sick leave etc. I have often been called on to officiate for life cycle events, 

teach adult ed classes, attend to pastoral care and so much more. Over the years I felt 

that my education was lacking. Sure, I could fill in, but was I really doing a high-quality 

job? This is one of the reasons I chose to also seek a Rabbinic ordination. Don't get me 

wrong, Cantors are very highly educated but when in seminary, Rabbis and Cantors 

have different concentrations, Rabbis on our sacred texts, and Cantors on our sacred 

music, and although each touch on the other's concentrations it was not enough for me. 

Another reason is that although I want to stay at TBS there may come a time when TBS 

wants to move in a different direction. Stop and think how many clergy people TBS has 

employed over its history. I needed to be realistic, if TBS decides they need a new can-

tor I need to be more marketable and being Cantor Rabbi helps with that. Now let me be 

perfectly clear, although my official title will change to Cantor Rabbi, I am TBS's Can-

tor. What you call me will not change I will still be Cantor Kelly. Although when Steve 

Berlin asked what my new title would be? I did suggest he/temple could call me God-

dess Divine if you/they so choose . On official documentation, public advertising etc. 

you will see Cantor Rabbi as my title, but please continue to call me Cantor Kelly. We 

have a wonderful Rabbi and my wheelhouse, what I love doing, is being your Cantor. I 

hope this clears up any concerns. Please if you still have questions and want to talk, I am 

here for you. 

Now I would like to make mention of our wonderful Sisterhood. They do so much for 

our congregation and not just fun events. They run our gift shop, pay for our Oneg 

Shabbat helper, raise money to help with big projects around Synagogue and so much 

more, and they are struggling. Sandy Oswald has been the President of Sisterhood for 

many years, and she is stepping down and Meryl Felds will step up as our next Sister-

hood President. But we need a board, we need people who are willing to continue this 

wonderful Jewish and TBS tradition. Please, if you have any interest in serving on the 

board reach out to me, Sandy or Meryl. If you don't want to serve on the board and 

would like to help in the planning and executing of the Sisterhood events, we need that 

too! Please reach out to one of us. 

I am so looking forward to these next couple of months! Dates to remember: Tuesday

Did You Know You May Be Able to Pay

If you are 70.5 years or older, and have a traditional (deductible) 
IRA, you can make a direct transfer from your IRA to TBS, for 
dues and contributions and save the taxes on the entire amount of 
the transfer. 
 
This special direct transfer is called a Qualified Charitable Distri-
bution (QCD). 
By making this small change in the way you take your distribu-
tions, you can benefit yourself and the Synagogue at the same 
time. There’s an annual dollar limit on QCDs, so talk to your ac-
countant or financial adviser for additional details. 
 
Please remember when doing this to be sure that your financial 
institution includes your name on the check so we know whose 
account to appropriate it to.
